
TRANSPORTATION & FACILITIES
1. Travel – getting to Harwell
The Harwell Campus is located approximately 19 miles / 30 km from Oxford, 52 miles / 84 km from Heathrow, and 72 miles / 116 km from St Pancras Station.
Arriving by public transportation

By train 

Trains from Paddington Station in London stop at Didcot Parkway Station, which is a 10-15 minute drive from ECSAT and has frequent connections to Oxford, London, Bristol and the South coast. Taxis can be ordered in advance and it is highly recommended that you do so.

By bus 

The local bus routes which serve the Harwell Campus are listed below: 

· Thames Travel - Routes X1/X32/X34 every 15 minutes between Oxford, Didcot, Harwell and Wantage with the dedicated Harwell Campus buses equipped with wifi. 

· Newbury Buses - Route 6/6A 

· Stagecoach - Route 34 (timetable opens into x30/31 - Harwell Campus service is shown on Route 31 Monday – Friday) 

By car

From Heathrow Airport (52 miles / 84 km) 

Take the M4 motorway towards Slough, Reading and the West. Continue as far as junction 13 and then head north for about 8 miles on the A34 towards Oxford and follow the A34 directions given above. 
From Gatwick Airport (89 miles /144km) 

Take the M23 to London and Guildford. At junction 7/8 join the M25 to Heathrow and Watford. At junction 15, take the M4 towards Slough, Reading and the West, and continue to junction 13. Head north for about 8 miles on the A34 towards Oxford and follow the A34 directions given above. 
Taxis

As a general rule, a taxi booked in advance costs half the price of a taxi picked up at the airport or at the station.
